Yeld Mare Definition: A mare four years of age or older that has not raised
a foal during the current year, has dropped a dead foal, or had a foal that
died within 2 months of birth. The mare need never have produced a foal. A
dry mare.

. Junior Divisions: Open to youths 10 through 20 years of age. Mares or

geldings of any age may be used. Conformation of the horse will not be
considered.
